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Care
Vaccinations
There are five contagious diseases in dogs that can be protected against by vaccination:


Distemper   Hepatitis   Parvovirus   Leptospirosis   Kennel Cough

Vaccinations can start from 7 weeks old. Puppies need two initial vaccinations, 2-6 weeks apart (2nd vaccine must be at 10weeks old) followed by yearly boosters.

Worming

Puppies are born with worms, which they get from their mother in the

Uterus, so it is very important to worm them every month. 

When they are 6months old they need to continue Roundworm treatment every month but also need an adult multi- wormer to kill Tapeworms every 3-6months.

Fleas 
If they haven’t already got them, puppies usually pick up fleas from other pets or from the environment. There are numerous products available, and some can be used in puppies as young as 2 days old. Routine flea control is advisable to prevent infestations on the pet and in the home!

Teeth Care
Start brushing the teeth from an early age. It will prevent plaque bacteria building up and ultimately leading to dental tartar and periodontal disease. It is essential to use pet toothpaste.

    Puppies usually enjoy this procedure as pet toothpaste tastes really good and he/she gets lots of   

    attention!

   Owners usually enjoy this procedure as it strengthens the bond between them and their companion.

Diet 
It is very important to feed a fully balanced diet to your puppy. It must be 

specifically formulated for puppies to ensure correct levels of minerals and

vitamins for optimal growth and development.

Nb. ‘Complete’ puppy foods are best.

Don’t give milk and limit treats.

Royal Canin ‘Junior’ ’is the food we recommend.

Fresh water should always be available if feeding dry food.

Insurance
Veterinary treatment and procedures can be costly, so having your puppy insured will help with unexpected vet bills and ensure we can offer the best veterinary care.

Spay/Castration

This is an optional decision to be made by you. We advise that this 

should be done if you do not intend to breed from your dog.

Bitches can be done from 6 months old (but not while ‘in or close to a season’)

Dogs can be done from between 6-9 months old.

1) Eliminates risk of Pyometra (infected womb) in later life.

2) Prevents unwanted litters.

3) Eliminates seasons every 6 months and unwanted visitors each time!

4) Prevents mammary tumours.
